We are also able to receive commercials digitally from either Adstream or IMD. This is our preferred method of receipt.
All tapes should arrive at least two clear working days ahead of the first transmission date, and should be clearly marked for the attention of Chris Aldous, Commercial Operations Controller.

N.B.  As of 1st July 2000 all copy must be delivered in the widescreen format. (i.e. 16:9 Full Height Anamorphic). Please ensure the clock number is in vision during the countdown clock.

Duration:
Two minutes for sound and vision

Audio:
Stereophonic coherent 1 kHz tones recorded on audio track one and two at 0bB (PPM4).  The tone on track one shall be interrupted for 0.25 seconds every three seconds.  Tone on track two shall be uninterrupted.

Audio Track one will carry the left channel

Audio Track two will carry the right channel

Monophonic sound shall have 1 kHz tone at 0bB (PPM4) on tracks one and two uninterrupted, separate dialogue and M/E tracks are not acceptable.

Audio shall be mute for twelve frames at beginning and end of picture information.  I.e. a ten-second commercial shall have nine seconds of audio.  Audio must not peak above 8bB (PPM6).

A static / moving picture is required with at least ten seconds hold at end of each commercial.

Video levels shall conform to the specification for 625 line system 1 transmissions in the UK.

The clock number must be in vision during the countdown clock at the beginning of each commercial
